One-day training
workshop

The basis of the
program

Forty teachers participated in this one-day
workshop. These teachers worked with
children aged 3 to 12. An important part of
the training was the structured study of the
curriculum, including art, drawing, and
exercises to understand children's
emotions.

This program was invited to continue
as a series of programs. On the other

hand, children who come from
environments at risk of drug use live

in the neighborhoods of these
teachers. NDDCB PET hopes to

continue to allocate time for
prevention programs such as

Universal and Selective.
